Criteria for a Postulatum
A postulatum is a formal proposal

· for some action by the General Chapter,

· which refers to an issue affecting the Congregation as such,

· which must be titled “Proposal for Action by the General Chapter” or in similar words,

· which is formulated as a clear summary statement that can be voted on (specific proposal),

· which states reasons (motives) for the action proposed,

· which identifies to which area (from the five chapters of the C&S) the postulatum applies primarily, recognizing that issues may overlap.

· which is written in one of the official languages of the Chapter (the Com-mission for Postulata will clearly indicate the language of the official text) 

· and is signed by one or more confreres.
